Noonday Prayers for Mission

The Convention urges upon all societies and individuals within this Diocese the practice
of noonday prayers for missions, as suggested by the Domestic and Foreign Missionary
Society of the Church. (Journal of 1898, page 24.)

Stewardship

Each Mission in the Diocese should strive to become self-supporting as soon as possible,
and to this end liberal offerings should be made, but public entertainment for the current
expenses of the Churches, inasmuch as they interfere with systematic giving, should be
discouraged. All expenses, especially the minister's salary, should be met by voluntary
contributions for the purpose or by the offertory, — "They who preach should live by the
Gospel, and they that wait by the Altar should be partakers of the Altar." (Journal of
1898, page 22.)

Whitsunday Offering to Diocesan Endowment

It is urged that an annual offering for the Endowment of the Episcopate be taken in every
congregation of this Diocese upon Whitsunday. It shall be the duty of the minister in
charge to give notice of the offering at least one week in advance, with due explanation
of its purpose and due emphasis upon its importance, and he shall further urge his people
the remembrance of this cause in the making of their wills. (Journal of 1898, page 22;
Journal of 1955, page 19.)

Gifts to the Episcopal Church Building Fund

Appreciating the aid rendered our Diocese by the American Church Building Fund
Commission, the Convention recommends that where possible, an annual collection be
taken to further its good work. (Journal of 1902, page 35.)

Thanksgiving Day Offering to Navajoland

In view of the great importance of the Navajo work, this Convention recommends that an
offering be taken on Thanksgiving Day in every congregation in this Diocese for the
work. Remittance shall be made to the Treasurer of the Diocese. (Journal of 1917, page
25.)

Bishop's Discretionary Fund
The open offering in each Church at the Bishop's annual visitation shall be turned over to
the Bishop for use in the Bishop's Discretionary Fund. (Convention of 1939.)
